Precautions Regarding the Use of Hot Springs
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The hot spring water has a high mineral content and may cause corrosion, so please
remove any precious metals before use. If you have sensitive skin, dilute the water

before bathing.

Please be careful of burns as the hot spring water is very hot. When adjusting the

temperature, be sure to mix the water thoroughly before adding hot or cold water.
(If the drain is opened in the large indoor bath, it will take approximately 2 hours to
refill with only hot spring water, or about 1 hour if using both hot spring water and
regular hot water.)

There is a significant temperature difference between indoor areas and the large

indoor bath or open-air bath. Please be cautious of heat shock.

If you plan to use the large indoor bath the next morning, leave the hot spring water

running overnight and be sure to cover the bath with a lid.

Hot spring water is supplied to only one bath at a time. If you wish to fill the
open-air bath with hot spring water, temporarily stop the hot spring water supply to

the large indoor bath. During the night, please drain the open-air bath.

Only use hot water when necessary to prevent gas shortages.

and unplug the drain.

During winter (December to March), the faucets in the large indoor bath and
the open-air bath may freeze. To prevent this, keep the hot spring water
running in both baths overnight. If freezing occurs and the hot spring water,
regular water, or hot water does not flow, pour warm water over the faucet
using a washbasin, bucket, or pot until it thaws. If the shower in the outdoor
bath is not working, please use the indoor shower instead.
